Description 
Provide a short description of the event and its activities. 

As part of the European project SCORE, an international meeting was held in Cesena, Italy, from 

28 to 31 May 2026, bringing together delegations from different European municipalities and 

partner organizations. The event aimed to strengthen European cooperation, promote active 
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citizenship, foster intercultural dialogue, and increase awareness of the benefits and opportunities 

offered by the European Union. 

The programme combined institutional meetings, educational activities, cultural visits, and social 

events, providing participants with valuable opportunities to exchange experiences and reinforce 

their sense of belonging to the European community. 

Day 1 – Thursday, 28 May 2026 

The Portougese and Spanish delegations arrived in Bologna and the Municipality of Cesena organised 

a guided sightseeing tour of Bologna, allowing participants to discover the historical, artistic, and 

cultural heritage of one of Italy’s most important cities. The visit offered an excellent opportunity 

for informal networking among the delegations and encouraged intercultural exchange from the 

very beginning of the meeting. In the late afternoon, participants travelled by private bus from 

Bologna to Cesena, where they were welcomed and accommodated for the following days of 

activities. 

Day 2 – Friday, 29 May 2026 

The second day focused on the central theme of European citizenship and the advantages of 

belonging to the European Union. 

The official opening session included welcome speeches by: 

●​ Enzo Lattuca, Mayor of Cesena; 

●​ Rui Pedro Teixeira Ferreira da Silva, Mayor of Vila Nova de Cerveira; 

●​ Ruben Garcia Filgueiras, Sports Councillor of Tomiño. 

The speakers highlighted the importance of European cooperation, solidarity among communities, 

and the opportunities that European projects provide for local development and citizen 

engagement. Particular emphasis was placed on the value of sport and of being European citizens 

and on strengthening mutual understanding among people from different countries. 

Following the institutional session, participants took part in the activity entitled “Challenge: 

Belonging to the EU and Its Benefits.” Through a series of sports and cultural games, competitions, 

and team-building activities, participants explored European values in an interactive and engaging 

way. The activities encouraged collaboration, inclusion, cultural exchange, and reflection on the 

rights and opportunities associated with European citizenship. An EU information desk was also set 

up where all participants could learn more about the European Union through quizzes and games, 

and were given some free gifts. 

An important contribution to the success of the activities was provided by students from a local 

high school in Cesena with a sports-oriented educational programme. The students actively 

participated in the event as referees and coordinators of the sports competitions, ensuring the 

smooth running of the games and promoting the values of fair play, responsibility, and active civic 

engagement. Their involvement created a meaningful opportunity for interaction between local 

young people and elderly international participants, further strengthening the educational 

dimension of the SCORE project.  

The day successfully combined learning and participation, promoting a stronger sense of European 

identity among all attendees. 

Day 3 – Saturday, 30 May 2026 

The morning was dedicated to a sightseeing visit to Cesenatico, one of the most renowned coastal 

towns in the Emilia-Romagna region. Participants had the opportunity to learn about its history, 

maritime traditions, and cultural heritage while enjoying the unique atmosphere of the town. 

In the afternoon, the programme continued with a guided visit to the historic centre of Cesena and 

the Malatestiana Library, a UNESCO Memory of the World heritage site. Participants gained insights 

into the rich history of the city and its importance as a cultural and educational centre. The visit

values. 

In the evening, all delegations attended the official project dinner. This social event provided an 

informal setting for participants to deepen relationships, exchange ideas, and strengthen 

partnerships established through the SCORE project. 

Day 4 – Sunday, 31 May 2026 

The final day included a visit to the Abbazia del Monte in Cesena, an important historical and 

religious landmark overlooking the city. Participants learned about the abbey’s history, artistic 

heritage, and cultural significance within the local community. 

The visit offered a final opportunity for discussion and reflection on the experiences shared during 

the event. Participants expressed appreciation for the hospitality received and for the valuable 

exchanges that had taken place throughout the meeting.
